Design and Technology Department,

Controlled Assessment Task policy.
The Controlled Assessment Task (CAT) in Design and Technology has replaced the coursework element of the CGSE.

All year 11 pupils are required to complete a ‘Research, Design and Make task within a time constraint of 30 hours. The CAT will not be undertaken as 30 continuous 1 hour lessons, but will be spread throughout year 11, interrupted by CAT preparation lessons, enabling pupils to practice and to be prepared for formal CAT lessons. 

All D&T CAT lessons will be during timetabled D&T lessons and will therefore not disrupt any other subject.
Any work to be assessed as part of the CAT will be done under strict supervision within formal CAT lessons, on WJEC pre printed pages, however pupils may bring resource material to the lesson to aid with their assessed work.
On completion of a CAT lesson all work will be collected and signed off by both teacher and pupil and retained by the subject teacher and kept securely until WJEC moderation.
Pupils will be given at least 1 weeks notice prior to a CAT lesson, and they will responsible for recording these dates in their planner.

Absence;  On returning to school, pupils need to arrange a time with their teacher for a ‘catch up’ session for either a preparation or CAT lesson. This will include either a lunchtime or after school session.
It is the responsibility of the pupil to meet the subject teacher on the day of their return to school and not to wait for their next Design and Technology lesson. Any after school sessions will require pupils to make arrangements for transport home.
